Outsiders Research Project – Basic Notes

I. INTRODUCTION

As a learning experience designed to improve not only your understanding of the text, but your skills in research and the citing of sources, you are going to be working on a Research Project to complement your reading. Your project will “look” like the following:

a. An oral presentation of 10 minutes or more. This presentation will state your main points, and deliver the information you found to the group.

b. A visual. This may take the form of a power point, a video, or any other item listed on the sheet entitled “The Outsiders Sixties Project Choices”

c. Individual research. Each person will have to hand in the notes they took during their research. This consists of 40 note-cards, a works cited page, and a bibliography.

II. SOURCES


To do any sort of research, you must look at sources. For this project, you must use at least five sources, and they must be from written material as well as the internet. 

III. WHAT THE PRESENTATION MUST INCLUDE


To create an interesting research paper, you must perform the following actions:

a. Introduce the event/subject

b. Tell who was involved (if there were many, identify the most important

c. Tell what the person or group did

d. Tell where it was done

e. Tell when it was done

f. Tell how or why it happened

IV. GRADING

Grading will be handled using the “60’s Research Project Rubric.” You will receive a grade for your own work (note-cards, works cited, bibliography) as well as a grade for your group. Details will be given to you regarding this later in the process.

V. TOPICS

The choice of topics for the project may be found in the following list. You may create another, but that is up to the discretion of your teacher. The choices are: Cars, Fads and Fashions, Elvis, The Beatles, Motown music, Country music, British Invasion (music), The Vietnam War, Movies & TV, Commercials and Advertisement, Space and Aviation, or General History of the 60’s, Sports, Assassinations, and The Kennedys (JFK, wife and children, RFK, parents)
VI. VISUAL CHOICES


The following is a list of choices for the visual part of your project. They are listed on the “How I’ll Show What I know” page. They are: Scrapbooks, Experiments, Demonstrations, Videos, Computer Presentations, Diagrams, Photo Essays, Models, Murals, Fashion Shows, Powerpoints, Skits, etc. You may choose another with teacher approval.
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
